B Beachvendors a
Surin demand 10 per

cent zones, same as
other Phuket beaches

A NUMBER of vendors working in the
vicinity of Surin submitted a letter to the
Cherng Talay OrBorTor on March 10, de-
manding a 10-percent zone to operate in,
similar to the arrangement at other Phuket
beaches (except Laem Singh, whichisnow
apparently private).

For years, beach vendors and Phuket
officials have been engaged in a tug-of-
war over provision of services. In
December 2014, then-Phuket Governor
Nisit Jansomwong allowed vendors on all
Phuket beaches, including Surin, but laid
down astringent set of rules, including ten
per cent zones; uniforms for al vendors;
no cooking or smoking on beaches; and
only one operator per service on a beach
at any time. Gov Nisit did, however, ban
al umbrellas and beach loungers.

Nearly a year later, Ma-ann Samran,
president of Cherng Talay OrBorTor,
banned even the remaining vendors from
Surin and announced that it was being con-
verted to a ‘virgin beach’. He cited the
vendors' failureto follow rules asthe rea-
son behind the change.

In the wake of the ban, then-Phuket
Vice Governor Chokdee Amornwat
vowed to have all beach businesseson the
Surin boardwalk demolished. This led to
yet another battle between beach busi-
nesses and Phuket officials, which went
on for nearly five months, until the first
wrecking ball descended on Surin on
April 20 last year.

V/Gov Chokdee, Mr Ma-ann and mili-
tary personnel were on site as a backhoe
digger began pulling apart buildings that
once housed beachfront shops, bars and
restaurants.

“These buildings are illegal, as they
were built on public beachfront land. We
arereclaiming the land to restore the natu-
ral beauty to Surin,” V/Gov Chokdee said
at the time.

were announced a month after the mass
demolition of businesses on Surin’s
shores. These included dubbing it as a
‘Beach of Honor’ or ‘Rajabhakti Park’
and building a botanical garden, exhibi-
tion center of projects initiated by His
Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej and a
photo exhibition center of royal duties,
among others. However, in January this
year, Phuket Governor Chokchai
Dejamornthan announced that plans to
build the 800 million baht Rajabhakti
Park were now scrapped and that alower
budget public park was to replace it.
Despitetheir terrible track record of fol-
lowing beach management rules, which led
to their exclusion from the 10-per cent zone
category in the first place, Surin vendors
are reportedly “very upset” that sun
loungersare now allowed at other beaches,
including Patong. Patong Beach itself has
seenitsfair share of drama, with the mayor,
Army and Navy al stepping in to reverse

and re-reverse the decision to allow beach
loungers on the sand.

“The vendors had agreed to the virgin
beach concept, which means no umbrel-
las, loungers or mattresses. Since the
beginning of the high season, however,
some of them have been disobeying the
rulesagain, for which we have arrested and
duly punished them,” said Mr Ma-ann.

“They kept asking why other beaches
have 10-percent zones, so | told them to
write a letter explaining their reasons
and how they would plan to manage it,
if implemented. All | can do is bring the
matter to the attention of the committee,
but until an official decision is made,
Surinwill remain avirgin beach,” added
Mr Ma-ann.

Mr Ma-ann accepted the letter of com-
plaint from the vendors and said that he
would bring the issue to the attention of
the beach management committee as soon
as possible.

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Russan tourist
dies soon after
landing

A RUSSIAN tourist died hours
after landing at Phuket | nterna-
tional Airport for aholiday with
his wife on March 9.

“The couple checked into a
Cherng Talay hotel at about
2:30pm. There, the man fell un-
consciousand hiswifecalled the
front desk for help,” he added.
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The hotel contacted rescue
workerswho rushed the man to
Thalang Hospital, where he
was later pronounced dead.

“We have yet to learn the
cause of death and are waiting
for an official report from the
hospital. We believe he might
have had a preexisting medical
condition, although his wife
sayssheisunaware of any prior
health issues,” said Lt Suporn.

ALRO locked
In lengthy land
dispute

THE Agricultural Land Re-
form Office (ALRO) is en-
gaged in alegal feud with the
occupant of 22 rai of land near
Paradise Beach.

A land ownership dispute be-
tween the ALRO and defendant
Sompong Sakulthap was decided
infavor of theformer by aPhuket
court last month. ALRO officers
and other officials visited the
property on March 9 in order to
place a notice of eviction.

“Theland islocated between
Tri Trang and Paradise beaches.
It is part of alarger piece of 69
rai previously owned by Banlue
Tantiwit many years ago. About
ten years ago, it was seized by

ALRO and Mr Banlue was or-
dered to leave,” said Suthawat
Naksawat of ALRO.

The ALRO has said that was
not the case, and the property fell
into dispute again. After along
legal battle, the court last year
ruledintheir favor. Mr Sompong
appedled, but lost again.

Althoughthey lost theinitial
case as well as the appeal, the
lawyer said that they would
enter into further * negotiations
with the ALRO.

Cruise ships
‘stop-by’ and
Insert millions

THE island welcomed two
cruise ships from Singapore
with almost 8,000 passengers
on March 8 at Patong, inject-
ing an estimated 31 million
baht per day.

Phuket Vice Governor Sanit
Sriwihok, representatives from
the Tourism Authority of Thai-
land Phuket Office and Phuket
Marine officers welcomed the
international cruiseliners Ova-
tion of the Seas and Mariner of
the Seas.

The ships dropped anchor in
the morning and left the shore
at about 9pm. Touristsfrom the

ships crowded the beach and
used local vendor services as
well astaxi servicesin Patong.
“The arrival of these two
ships for just one day was
very beneficial for Phuket. As
per our initial calculations,
each passenger spent around
4,000 baht here, totaling
about 31.2 million baht in rev-
enue,” V/Gov Sanit told

Gazette reporters.

900 kilos of
krathom found
In pick-up

POLICE arrested a man with
900 kilograms of theillicit drug
krathom, worth about 450,000
baht, at the Tah Chat Chai
checkpoint on March 11.

“We were doing random
checks following the policy of
keeping an eye on vehicles en-
tering Phuket. Sowe stopped and
searched the pick-up,” said Tah
Chat Chai Police superintendent
Col Prawit Sutthirueangarun.

The driver, Sumet Lamoot,
35, confessed that the krathom
belonged to him.

“He said he bought the
leaves, from the Sadao district
in Songkhla, for 290 baht/kg
and sold them to Burmese
workers in Pa Khlok for 500
baht/kg,” he added.

Mr Sumet was charged with
possession of acategory 5 drug
withintent to sell, and wastaken
to Tah Chat Chai Police Station
for further legal processing.

A SERIAL seafood thief was
arrested on March 8 in Phuket
Town, claiming that he had to
steal to pay daily expenses.

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Korean tourist shoots

himsaf a gun range

A KOREAN tourist was seri-
ously injured after he shot him-
self in the face at Patong Hill
Shooting Range on March 13.

The victim, Dong Ok Yun,
42, was rushed to Patong Hos-
pital by rescue workers.

“Mr Dong sustained a bul-
let wound under his chin and
is now under doctors' care,”
said Mg Pattapee Srichai of
Patong Police.

The weapon used in the in-
cident was a Smith & Wesson
44. Thevictim was later trans-
ferred to Vachira Phuket
Hospital.

“According to staff members
at the shooting range, the gun
was loaded with six bullets. Af-
ter shooting the first four at the
target, he suddenly pointed it at
his chin,” said Mg Peattapee.

“The staff member tried to
stop him and take possession
of the gun, but failed. Mr
Dong then fired a shot in the
air, before pointing the

weapon at the staff member,
who ran out,” he added.

Mr Dong then proceeded to
shoot himself in the chin.

“At this stage, we have yet
to learn the reason behind this.
We are waiting to question
him when he recovers,” said

RISING temperatures have
raised therisk of heatstroke, the
Public Health Ministry warned
on March 12.

It is predicted that tempera-
tures may soar as high as 43
degrees Celsius (109.4 F) over
the next seven weeks.

The ministry’s permanent
secretary, Dr Sopon Mekthon,
advised people to drink two li-
ters of water a day during
summer to lower the risk of
heatstroke and dehydration.

According to the Disease
Control Department, at least 21

people succumbed to heat-
stroke in Thailand between
March 1 and April 17 last year.
The victims were between 29
and 72 yearsold. Most of them
died in public places.

The risk of heatstroke is
higher among people who have
carried out activities under the
sunfor along time; young chil-
dren; the elderly; people with
chronic diseases such as hyper-
tension; obese people; those
who have not had enough
sleep; and heavy drinkers.

said on March 14.

The young man, whose
name waswithheld, wasamong
16 suspects — 14 men and two
women — handed over by Cha-
am police to the Crime
Suppression Division, whichis
now handling theinvestigation.

Deputy nationa police chief
Srivara Ransibrahmanakul said
the suspects would face addi-
tional charges of racketeering,
bringing the number of crimina

assault and racketeering.

Monk put on
travel ban

IMMIGRATION police have
been ordered to prevent Phra
Dhammachayo, the former ab-
bot of Dhammakaya Temple,
from fleeing to neighboring
countries, Immigration Police
Bureau commissioner Lt Gen-
eral Nuttathorn Proesunthon
said on March 12.

“The ‘modern’ system and
technology of the bureau,
which is linked to all exit
points, will help block the fu-
gitive monk from leaving the
country,” he added.

The monk was stripped of
his patriarch rank by His Mgj-
esty The King a week ago.

“It'simpossiblethat hewill be
able to flee via legitimate chan-
nels. Authorities concerned are
instructed to keep a close watch
on travelers by land, water and
air to stop the monk from get-
ting out,” Gen Nuttathorn said.

The fugitive monk, who
facessevera arrest warrants, has
been out of the public eye for
months. The government issued
an order for Dhammakaya
Templein Pathum Thani to bea
‘controlled zone' to facilitate a
search, but theformer abbot has
yet to be located.

UN questions
human rights
In Thalland

THAILAND’S 46-member
delegation at the United Na-
tions human rights body faced
a barrage of questions on
March 14 that focused on the
junta maintaining the death
penalty and restrictionson free-
dom of expression.

Representatives from vari-
0us government agencies were
grilled in Geneva at the 119th
session of the United Nations
International Covenant on Civil
and Political Rights.

In Bangkok, Prime Minister
General Prayuth Chan-o-cha
said he had heard initial reports
that the delegation faced some
difficulties explaining human
rights practices in Thailand,
including in relation to the
death penalty.

“Some may question why
the death penalty till existsin
our country. On the other hand,
some Thais also question why
some [wrongdoings] are not
punishable by death. There is
really afinelinein defining le-
gal violations,” he said.

Gen Prayuth added that the
UN review process proceeded
ina“reasonableand academic”

way.

Swiss child
rapist arrested

SWISS authorities on March 10
confirmed that a man suspected
of sexually abusing morethan 80
boys in Thailand will be going
on trial to face numerous ale-
gations including molestation.

It was reported that some of
his victims were as young as
nine years old.

“The unnamed man has ad-
mitted to taking thousands of
pornographic pictures of the
boys, but denied allegations
that he molested any of them
or pushed some into prostitu-
tion,” said prosecutors in a
statement in the western Swiss
canton of Fribourg. The abuse
is alleged to have taken place
between 2001 and 2014.

The man had previously
been convicted of sexually
abusing childrenin Switzerland
— in Fribourg in 1980, and in
the southern canton of Valaisin
1991. He had moved to Thai-
land in 1991, and only returned
to Switzerland in 2014.

“The man will go before the
Gruyere criminal court later
thismonth on charges of human
trafficking, encouraging pros-
titution, sexual acts with
children and child pornogra-
phy,” the statement read. “Most
of the victims were young ado-
lescents, and a number of the
boys had been abused over the
course of several years.”

Russan uses
fake dollar hill

POLICE are searching for an
unidentified Russian woman
who used fake currency to
swindle aKrabi shop owner on
March 5.

Capt Sarawut Kittiruangrayab
of Ao Nang Police received the
report the next day after the
owner of the herbal shop,
Sanchai Khaonoi, 25, tried to
exchange a 100-dollar bill and
was told it was fake.

“Mr Sanchai described the
suspect as a thin, tanned and
blond Russian woman aged 35-
40 years and about 160cm tall.
He aso said she was wearing a
purpledress,” said Capt Sarawuit.

The woman reportedly
walked into the shop in Ao
Nang to buy a herba perfume
costing 650 baht.

“Shetold Mr Sanchai that she
didn’'t have enough Thai baht
and asked him to accept the
amount in US dollars. He ac-
cepted ashewasbusy with other
customers and didn’t want to
wastetime. Mr Sanchai gave her
2,650 baht in return for the 100
dollars minus the price of the
perfume,” he added.

Capt Sarawut said that so far,
only one complaint regarding
fake hill exchanges has been
filed. He urged other victims to
come forward. As of March 15,
police had still not caught up
with the suspect. The captain
also warned vendors from ac-
cepting foreign currency.

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Not killersat all

THE sighting of false killer whales by a group of lucky ma-
rinetouriststo Phuket last week (see page 2) should serve as
a reminder that despite mankind's demonstrated ability to
shape our environment, thereis still alot going on around us
that we understand poorly —or not at all.

The *aliens among us theme has served as a fertile plot
device for many a successful Hollywood film, from the in-
sightful Star Trek franchise to action comedies like Mars
Attacks and Men in Black.

But as impressive as these creative works might be, the
fact remains: truth is stranger than fiction.

Given the recent sighting, there has no doubt been a spike
in web searches of the term ‘false killer whale'.

If ever a creature existed with a more confusingly unfor-
tunate English-language appellation, we would like to be
made awar e of it. Even the Latin term pseudorca crassidens
is frustratingly inaccurate.

AsWikipedia informsus, the so-called falsekiller whaleis
not only not awhale, let aloneakiller whale (also not awhale,
by the way), it isamong the most elusive yet widespread spe-
cies of deep sea dolphins.

Given all these facts, for usto continue calling these fasci-
nating creatures ‘false killer whales' makes about as much
sense as the nonsensical, yet linguistically entrenched, tradi-
tion of referring to Native Americans as ‘Indians'.

From another per spective, however, such aconfounding name
isperhapsapt for a speciesabout which weknow so little. What
little research has been conducted on the ways of pseudorca
crassidens has revealed some amazing findings, however.

For astart, they are known to sometimes offer their catch
to swimmers and diversthey encounter during rare chance
encounters — an act of interspecies generosity seldom seen
in nature.

Individuals are also known to pair up and make lifelong
friendswith bottlenose dolphins, with whom they are known
to cooperate in hunting.

These bonds appear to be individual-to-individual friend-
ships, much like relationships between so many of us and
canis lupus familiaris, aka ‘the domestic dog'.

Hopefully the rare sighting of this pod will serve not only
asareminder of the need to better conservethe marine envi-
ronment that makesup most of our biosphere, but alsotothe
fact that we are not the only sentient creaturesin thisrealm.
